Economics statistics development 

 Economics statistics will be disseminated in a timely manner in full compliance with the 

Statistics Law, especially protecting statistical secrets and ensuring concurrent access as 

required in the principle of impartiality.  

 To ensure user-friendly access and dissemination of data, so that statistics are presented 

in a form that is clear and easy to understand, published in an appropriate and convenient 

manner, including in machine readable ('open data'), easily found and available and 

accessible on an impartial basis with metadata support and guidance. This also requires a 

commitment to respond to misinterpretations of the data by user. 

 To adopt accurate methodology and have commitment to the professional standards used 

in the production of official statistics: i) adoption of appropriate statistical procedures and 

methodologies, including revised policy; ii) strive to comply to international standards, 

such as methodology manuals developed by the United Nations Statistics Division 

(UNSD) or OECD and international classification in the statistics.

Economics statistics development 

 Transparency across the sources, methodologies and processes adopted to make 
economic statistics and quality assessments available to users will allow them to evaluate 
relevance of data usage.  

 Compliance with quality commitments of statistical products and processes, in particular 
the key quality aspects as defined in national and international quality assessment 
frameworks, for example in the Quality Framework for OECD Statistical Activities, the 
International Monetary Fund's Quality Assessment Framework (DQFA), the National 
quality assurance framework (NQAF) for Official Statistics of the United Nations Statistical 
Division. 

 The statistical offices are at the heart of the information industry and need to adapt to a 
rapidly changing digital and data world. To encourage the use of an electronic 
environment and provide digital services to make it easier for respondents to send 
electronic data and users get data in useful formats; to allow the generation of data 
processing systems that ensure the necessary integration between data sources and 
within national statistical systems, and enable confidentiality and standardization of 
information flows.

Economics statistics development 

 To ensure adequate human resources, available knowledge and skills, financial and 
infrastructure resources such as offices, facilities, IT equipment, and virtual resources 
(such as software, hardware, virtual data storage) to support the activities of statistical 
organizations for the production and dissemination of official statistics.  

 The resources needed to ensure as follows: i) sufficient to allow the National Statistical 
Office to meet its commitment to quality and meet professional standards thereby fulfilling 
its role as a reliable, relevant and accessible data provider for domestic and international 
usage; ii) sufficient to generate a minimum core set of data that nationally or 
internationally defined to monitor economy, society and environment. 

 To encourage statistical producers to achieve common goals in statistics together with 
statistical producers in other countries and with international organizations, in order to 
develop internationally comparable statistics; design international standards and 
exchange good practices; provide necessary data for reporting system and analysis of 
international organizations, comply with UNSD recognized international statistical 
standards and preferably use the eXchange data method/standard statistics are specific 
to domains with internationally used Data Structure Definitions (DSDs).
